2 hours a session.Team participation is a commitment
and we expect our players and parents to honor and
make all scheduled team events. All players will also

be playing in our annual summer and fall leagues

with their respective teams. Youth teams play Sunday
afternoons in Wilton, HS team plays Monday and
Wednesday evenings at University of Bridgeport.

Coaching

Unparalleled Lacrosse believes that our staff is one of
the best in the country in motivating, teaching, and
developing great lacrosse players. All of our coaches
have collegiate playing experience at the Division |
level. Our coaching staff includes current and former
